following information will need to be sent to FACTS as well as to the Admission’s Office at  

St. Philip’s School to complete the application process: 

 

 Copies of your 2011 Federal tax forms including all supporting tax schedules. 

 Copies of your 2011 W-2 forms for both you and your spouse. 

 Copies of supporting documentation for Social Security Income, Welfare, Child Support, 

Food Stamps, Workers’ Compensation, and TANF. 

 A copy of you and your spouse’s most recent pay stub. 

 A detailed letter addressed to the Financial Aid Committee with an explanation of your 

family’s need and or hardship. 

 If your child(ren) was enrolled in a school other than St. Philip’s for the 2011-2012 

school year, a financial statement from the school should be provided.
